Tokushima Prefecture is the starting point of
the Shikoku 88 Temple Pilgrimage. The
temples from 13 “Dainichi-ji Temple” to 17
“Ido-ji Temple” are located in Tokushima City,
and have been popularly known as “Gokasho
Mairi (five-temple tour)” since olden times.
The approximately 8 km-route is relatively
easy to follow and recommended for those
wishing to experience the pilgrimage on foot.
